“It has a curved roof – just 
beautiful – and the floor is made up of a cassette system, so it’s solid, stable and durable, during all 
kinds of weather. There are emergency fire doors and internal locks. The walls, glass windows, roof and 
floor all fit together.” 
 
Another amazing attribute is the revolutionary “tite liner” ceiling, which is a new style of liner stretched 
taut between the rafters to give a seamless, snug fit, adding to the crisp, clean lines of the interior. 
“It is exceptional,” says Tony. “Exhibitors will be very pleased with their new pavilion and visitors will 
notice the difference too.” 
 
The marquee had a test run during this year’s BMW Magic Millions Race Day at the Gold Coast Turf 
Club in January, where it was used as the VIP Marquee. “It stayed up for two weeks in total,” says Tony, 
“and had to endure all kinds of weather and activity. It’s really the new generation of structure, so it 
stands up to a lot and will look superb for years to come.”
